416) though, “Maʿaya is a big village” (quoted
by Huntingford 1989, 262). Perini’s detailed
topography ignores Yǝmʿaya (Magg.), in his list
of the villages of Egghelà-Hames (sic), cf. Perini
1905, 86. It is mentioned among the Däqqi
Robra (the offspring of Robra), in the district of
Ǝggäla Ḥamäs, in Gabra ʾ Iyasus ʾ Abbāy 1961, 24.ʼ
Tedros Abraha 2015, 43 (339) n. 48)
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
